B Attention for Use

m Articulation head and insertion tube

1. Articulation head and insertion tube are not under warranty.
This applies to VJ even within a 1 year of purchase.

2.Use insertion cable cautiously by following below guidance.
The minimum bending radius of insertion cable is 25mm for 3.9mm VJ. Do not bend insertion tube
further. This may cause breakage of internal video cables.

*Due to the architectual structure of 2.8mm model, articulation head cannot be held up in the
articulated direction. To hold the direction of the articulation head, do not release the joystick.

3. Use insertion tube as straight as possible

The articulation of VJ is controlled by the internal x o
ﬁt

articulation wires with the movement of joystick. The
internal wires are stretched with tension for the smooth
operation of the articulation part. When articulation part is
operated with the insertion tube coiled up, it decreases
the articulation degrees.

4.Do not force the articulation when there is a tension or felt something unusual.
The internal articulation wires are likely to snapped when more than 1.5 kg weight is placed. When
operated with the insertion tube coiled, when there are many turning sections in the inspection
pathways or when articulation is forced, the movement of joystick will not be smooth. Forcing the
articulation further will likely to cause the snapping of the internal wires so please stop the use of VJ
and pull out the insertion tube carefully.

5. Take extra measure not to pull, twist or the insertion tube caught in between when inserting
and pulling the insertion tube.
Forced operation of the insertion tube will likely to cause the snapping of the internal video and
electronic cables. When inserting and pulling out the insertion cable, please make sure to straighten
the articulation part and insertion tube.

6. Do not make contact of the insertion tube with the sharp object and edges.
When the insertion tube is damaged or get flayed, it is likely to be affected by the humidity and
water intrusion, and it may cause damage to the imaging sensor at the tip of articulation head or
electric circuit.

7. Keep eye on the monitor while inserting the insertion tube and avoid forced operation.
Camera head has micro lens, imaging sensor, driver circuit inside and it is protected with the thin
glass. Strong shock or pressure may damage the camera head. Please pay extra attention when
inserting and pulling out the insertion tube not to throw it on the hard object and materials. When
finding any defect on the exterior of articulation part, please contact your local supplier or RF
Technical Support Center.

8. Articulation part or insertion tube is not dust proofed.
Use of VJ in a heavily dusted and dirt environment may affect the insertion tube and articulation in a
way that articulation may fail to move as indicated in the manual. Please avoid using VJ from these
conditions.

9. Do not keep the unit in the high temperature environment such as sun-heated cars
(Operate the unit in the environment less than 40°C/ 104F).

10.Do not use VJ under a condition where there is a risk of fire or explosion without first
consulting your Safety Department about the possibility of obtaining a hot pass or hot permit.

If the unit fails to operate properly with the normal use in accordance to the user's guide, RF SYSTEM lab conducts the repair

of the unit based on the terms

2. Warranty Subject

Main Unit (The insertion cable part is excluded)

3. Duration of Warranty

- One (1) year from your purchase

- For the after-repaired product, the duration of warranty is three (3) months from the delivery date. (It is applicable when
the problem has the same symptom at the identical part)

- Shortage or initial defects of attachments is not covered by warranty. They are found by any possibility, please contact the
company you purchased from within three (3) days of delivery.

4. Conditions

- Regardless of the remaining warranty period, the repair is subject to fees under the following conditions.

1) Any necessary replacement due to the deterioration of consumable parts such as insertion cable and batteries.

2) Any damages or failures caused by fire, earthquake, floods, lighting strike, environment disruption, abnormal voltage surge,
or any other acts of providence.

3) Any damages or failures caused by misusage, unauthorized repair, disassembling or customization. Opening the product
casing also applies here.

4) Any damages or failures caused by fall during transportation, or inappropriate handling of the unit.

5) Any damages or failures caused by repair, parts replacement or adjustment at outside of RF SYSTEM lab factory.
